1) Master's Course

Those who obtain TOEIC 700 points or above, TOEFL (iBT) 75 points or equivalent English level.
Applicants must be female and meet one of the following requirements.

a) Those who have graduated from a university in Japan (At least 4 years).

b) Those who have received a degree according to Article 68(2-3) of the School Education Law.

¢) Those who have successfully completed at least 3 years at Osaka Jogakuin College, Department of International & English
Interdisciplinary Studies Course and are recommended by Osaka Jogakuin College with excellent results and the designated
credits.

d) Those who have at least two years of experience at a Japanese or foreign organization in a field that is related to
international issues and/or human rights, and have either equal or surpassed ability of learning from a four-year
undergraduate institution as assessed by Osaka Jogakuin College, Graduate School.

e) Those who have successfully completed 16 years of school education in countries other than Japan.

f) Those who are specifically designated by the Japan government’ s Ministry of Education, Culture, Sports, Science and
Technology.

a) Those who have obtained a Master’ s degree or a professional degree.

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Purport of Establishment of Osaka Jogakuin College Graduate School
History and Philosophy of Osaka Jogakuin Celebrating its 125th Anniversary

1. History

The parent organization of Osaka Jogakuin College was Wilmina Girls School, which was founded on January 7, 1884 for the
Foreign Mission Bureau of the Cumberland Presbyterian Church, in the U.S.A. as a mission school. The founder, Alexander D.
Hail, chief of educational programs in the Foreign Mission Bureau, started the school with his younger brother J. B. Hail at the
Kawaguchi Foreigner Residence Settlement, which was located in Nishi Ward, Osaka City.

In 1940, the school changed its name to Osaka Jogakuin Girls School. Following that, Osaka Jogakuin Junior High School was
founded in 1947 and Osaka Jogakuin Senior High School started the following year, respectively as a junior high school and
senior high school under the new educational system in Japan.

In April of 1968, forty years ago, Osaka Jogakuin College was founded. The college started as a single-department college
with an English Language Department rather than an English Literature Department because the faculty aimed at pioneering
English Education at that time. In 1972, the Department of Advanced English Studies was established. Moreover, in April of
2004, a four-year college, Osaka Jogakuin College (Department of English & Interdisciplinary Studies), was founded.

2. Philosophy
“ In all we aim to form such minds as may recognize the obligation to work in some way and honor any honest work well done,
while they also have power to see beyond the details of daily life. This is the aim of the school.”

Owing to the historical materials provided by people outside of the college, it became clear in 1969 that Ms. Agnes E. Morgan,
who served as president of Wilmina Girl’ s School, the parent organization for Osaka Jogakuin College, stated the educational
purpose of the school as above in 1893, soon after she assumed the post. Furthermore, in 1980, the mission board in the U.S.A.
found a number of letters from missionaries from when the school was founded, to restore the original philosophy of the
school.

During the war, the school suffered catastrophic damage and lost all of the data and records since its foundation. After the long
‘ philosophical void” that the college experienced in the devastation of the ruined city and even after the country had
recovered from the war, the discovery of these letters served as a significant base for reestablishing the philosophy from the
time of the school’ s foundation.
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Through the discovery of this philosophy, the identity, educational objectives and education targets have become clearer in the
college, as well as at Osaka Jogakuin Junior High School and Senior High School. At the same time, we tried to reinterpret the
philosophy as a social mission of the college for the present age, and this effort produced fruit in the establishment of a
“ mission statement” in 1998. The statement below has become a firm base for the application for graduate school foundation
as the fundamental mission of the college.

Mission Statement

This school is an educational community based on Christianity.

Our aim is to rise up persons who search for truth, respect themselves and others, have the power of insight supported by
accurate knowledge and rich sensitivity, and participate actively in society.
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
